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The staff at Central Collegiate is committed to maintaining a clear
focus on student learning. As teachers work with renewed curric-
ula, student learning outcomes and the manner in which students
are assessed is clear, so students can see clear and meaningful
learning targets. This process has shown student learning gains
ranging from 18 to 41 percentile points.

You may hear your child use words like outcomes, formative and
summative assessment, performance assessment and learning
contracts; these terms represent significant changes in the way
teachers deliver curricula but many students are experiencing
higher achievement levels and a deeper understanding of curricu-
lar content.

Changing practice has its challenges but we continue to learn and
grow with the intent of better serving our students as we prepare
them for post secondary life.
